Directions from Phoenix
Go North on Interstate 17 to Highway 69 (exit 262)
Go West on Highway 69 (toward Prescott) approximately 28 miles to Fain Road.
Turn right on Fain Road and go approx 7 miles to Highway 89.
Go straight, approximately 5 miles to the intersection of Highway 89A and Highway 89.
Go straight at the intersection and you will be on Pioneer Parkway. 
Go 1 mile on Pioneer Parkway to Willow Creek.
Turn left and go approximately 1⁄4 mile to entrance at Embry-Riddle on right.
Follow the signs to the registration area.
